The Scottish House Condition Survey is the national housing survey, assessing the physical condition of dwellings as well as interviewing occupiers. It provides the information required for policy development in housing and community regeneration, However, there may be limitations in using the data to address more local concerns. The local housing condition survey is seen as a more appropriate information source in these cases, and local authorities are encouraged to invest in these in order to assess their operational requirements in relation to their housing stock. These two presentations explore the relationship between the Scottish House Condition Survey and local house condition surveys in terms of informing national and local policy and practice.
